Khom Pong Pluk (floating village) - As with Svay Chek, 80
filters have been allocated to this village, and it is now becoming
possible to access by boat. Upon speaking with the village
chiefs, they feel it is the best option to install filters in the perma-
nent houses and community areas and not the floating houses as
they are not as stable. Deliveries began on Friday, September
7th!!
